Safe Cycling Practices 
1. Ride in bike lanes when available. 

2. Ride as far to the right on roads as is safe. 

a. Move left as required to avoid hazards. 

b. Take the lane when it would put you in 

danger for a vehicle to pass. 

c. Take the lane to make a left turn. 

3. Call out approaching vehicles: “Car Up,” “Car 

Back.”  Move right as practical and into single 

file to permit vehicles to pass. 

4. Point out road hazards to the cyclist behind you. 

5. Signal your intentions to slow or stop and call 

out “Stopping.” 

6. Pass other riders on the left and call out “On 

your Left.” 

7. Leave the road completely when stopping. 

8. Ride defensively; Be alert; Be predictable; 

Anticipate problems 

9. Obey traffic laws. Always honor right-of-ways at 

intersections. 

10. Be courteous and acknowledge other cyclists. 
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
